Pueblo





The pueblo town was always busy. The Indians worked hard building and repairing their home. It may have been group of houses built in a pyramidal pile with courtyards and plazas, or it may have been built in two units, one on either side of a river, or maybe even built in side by side. 


These flat-roofed houses were built together and on top of each other to the height of two or more stories. Their open roofs had many paths from one neighbor's door to the next. To get to the ground-floor room you’d have to climb down a ladder through a hatchway. There were no other openings, and the smoke from their fires had only one place to go, and that was the same hatch they had to climb down into. The inner rooms of the houses were used for the storage of corn, other foods, and ceremonial equipment. Only members of the family might enter.
